1. Based on Martin Harris’s The Structure of Romance Languages, briefly summarize the history of two Romance languages of your choice.  You should organize your summary in well-structured paragraphs.  Your summary should include what you see as the main points concerning the languages you discuss, but especially:

· The principal changes from Latin, 
· Especially how the two languages differ
In Phonology, Morphology, and/or Syntax.  The writeup should not exceed 2 typed pages.  Make sure you put your name on the assignment and you staple the pages. You should write in complete sentences and coherent paragraphs.  I said that twice because it's important.

2. Pick a Romance language and give an example of a plural feminine DP with a lexical head N in that language.  The DP should contain a D and an Adjective as well.  Give the tree structure of the DP and write in the relevant inflectional features of the DP clearly and explicitly.  Pay attention to where in the tree the inflectional features are located.  Do you have to assume any rules of concord?
