I.   For each of the following words, tell what word(s) or elements they immediately come from, and characterize the type of derivation used.  Supply a definition if one isn't already included. You are not expected to give full etymologies of the words, but just give a first‑level analysis of the type discussed in Chapter 3. When the derivation is simple concatenative morphology, label each part by both its morphological function (prefix, root, word, suffix) and meaning. For other types of derivation, clearly explain the source and type of process that led to the formation of the word. Often a one‑word answer like "clipping" won't tell the whole story; in such cases, explain in more detail.  (See example solutions on the back side of this sheet.) You may use any dictionary for this assignment, but beware that a dictionary etymology will quite often not give exactly the sort of analysis we're asking for here, and some of these words are too new to appear in standard sources.  Please analyze the following words:
